There is no need to wait for
ink to dry before weeding. You can also cut at full bleed.
NOTE: For very small objects, use the “Dry Time” feature in

VersaWorks. Set the dry time between printing and cutting to
5 minutes for best results.

5 Remove all excess material from the graphic
by weeding.

6 Remove the paper liner from PGM-PTM2 Polyester
Transfer Mask. Lay the clear PTM2 with adhesive side
up on a smooth, flat surface. Make sure that the piece of
PTM2 is larger than your transfer. Apply printed/weeded
HTM3 face side down onto PTM2 starting from the
center and rolling the graphic outwards. Once applied,
squeegee from the center out with firm pressure to
ensure the transfer adheres properly to the mask.
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7 Immediately after masking, lift the graphic off of the
backing liner with a quick fluid motion at a sharp angle
to ensure the heat transfer material does not stretch.
